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MINUTES OF THE 1st EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING OF THE MINES ENVIRONMENT AND MINERAL CONSERVATION COUNCIL – HYDERABAD REGION HELD AT HOTEL ABODE, LAKDIKAPOOL, HYDERABAD ON 06.10.2017
The meeting commenced with the welcome address by Shri Kasinath Baratam, Treasurer, ME & MC Council and DGM (Accounts), M/s Trimex Sands Pvt Ltd. The list of participants is annexed separately.
Shri Pankaj Kulshrestha, Regional Controller of Mines, IBM & Patron, ME & MC Council chaired the executive committee meeting.  
Various activities decided during the general body meeting on 11.09.2017 was reviewed and progress deliberated in the EC meeting as below.

B.
