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MINUTES OF THE 2nd  EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING OF THE MINES ENVIRONMENT AND MINERAL CONSERVATION COUNCIL HELD AT – HYDERABAD  ON 5.12.2018
The meeting commenced with the welcome address by Shri K.V.Suresh Reddy,DGM(Mines), M/s Dalmia Cements. The list of participants is annexed separately.
Shri Shailendra Kumar, Regional Controller of Mines, IBM & Patron, ME & MC Council chaired the executive committee meeting and Shri Ibrahim Sharief, Sr.ACOM & presided over the meeting.
Progress of various activities decided during the 1st Executive Committee meeting on 05.10.2018 was reviewed and deliberated in the Executive Committee meeting as below. 
1. Shri K.Karunakar Rao, Convener, MEMC Council explained that since the MEMC Council is registered in the name of trust now, tax will be levied by income tax on the funds of Rs.22 lakh accumulated in the previous year, if it is transferred to the new account in the name of registered council. Hence, it was decided by the Executive Committee to operate both the bank accounts in parallel and funds from the previous account should be utilised separately at present.  He also informed that the bank account has been transferred to Andhra Bank, Gandhinagar,   Hyderabad  from Srikakulam and will be operated once they get the authorisation from the bank.  
2. All the publicity material is ready and was distributed to the representatives from different zones. For Kurnool zone, JSW Cements will be approached for distribution to the mines in that area.

3. Shri K.Karunakar Rao, Convener, MEMC Council requested all the members to send Photos in HD format covering beautiful landscape, water bodies, afforestation, green belt, systematic development for printing the annual calendar of the Council on or before 10.12.2018.

4. It was informed that out of 109 participating mines, received subscription fees from 71 mines only and 38 mines have yet to pay the subscription fee. It was advised to pursue the manual mine owners for payment of subscription fee.
5. Advertisement fees were received from 46 mines but only 39 people have sent the advertisement material. It was advised to send the advertisement material along with advertisement fee and also requested to approach the local contractors and suppliers for more advertisement

Nomination of Inspection team members
For inspection team, a total of 32 members are required but only 27 nominations were received so far. It was advised to expedite the nominations especially from senior persons of the mine to complete the inspection schedule immediately.   
7. Around 27 technical paper and 9 essay results have been received. It was advised to hand over the technical paper and essay results during the flag off ceremony.

8. Utilisation of surplus fund available with the Council- 

Sri Shailendra Kumar, RCOM & Patron, MEMC Council said that the special cash award to the meritorious students/children of mine workers for  Class X & XII will be continued this year also. He further said that total Rs.50,000/- for Class X  and Rs.50,000/- for Class XII meritorious students will be given. It was decided to give first priority for the merit marks and then the annual income of their family for selecting meritorious students for prizes.

RCOM also opined that a seminar may be organised for the benefit of mining industry in the month of January-February, 2019 from accumulated funds of previous year.
It was decided to increase no. of prizes by including 3rd prize in large mechanised mines category.

9. The flag off ceremony will be held on 16.12.2018 at Taj Banjara at 
10 a.m.

The MEMC week will be celebrated from 17-23rd December, 2018.

It was decided to provide vehicles to the inspection teams for carrying out the inspections by council.

The final day celebration will be held on 30-12-2018 at mine site i.e.Dalmia Cement, Kadapa.
